Instructional Procedures:
1. Use the restroom and go to your locker before class.  Students are not allowed to leave class (except for emergencies), so come prepared.
2. Begin the warm-up on the board upon entering the classroom.  

3. During class, take notes and listen carefully.  If I write something on the board, you are expected to write it too.  
4. If you have a question or comment, raise your hand and wait to be acknowledged.

Expectations for Student Preparation, Performance, and Participation

This course is divided into two 9-week grading periods. Interim reports will be issued so students’ progress can be easily tracked. Students are encouraged to check PowerSchool for grade information. Students will be assessed through a combination of tests, quizzes, projects, lab experiments, and classwork; the goal is mastery of the covered material.   

Students are responsible for making up work outside of the regular class period.  Failure to make up missed work within five (5) school days upon return to school will automatically result in a zero.

Assignments (lab reports and projects) must be turned into your class box at the beginning of class.  Failure to turn in the task will result in a letter-grade penalty for each day an assignment is late.  Lab reports and projects later than 3 days receive a zero.    
Cheating is not acceptable in any form.  Any work copied or plagiarized will result in a zero on the assignment for all students involved (student copying and student(s) that allow the copying).  
Attendance/Administrative Procedures:
Attendance is taken in the first 15 minutes of class.






Students missing more than 30 minutes per class are considered absent. 

Classroom Guidelines:
Students are expected to follow the school handbook rules; Mr. Mack will enforce these rules.  Additionally, the following rules are especially important in Mr. Mack’s classroom.
1. Respect:

2. Be in the class when the late bell rings, otherwise you will be considered tardy.

4. Excessive talking will not be permitted. (detention)

3. Missed detention results in call home and referral to administration

4. Referral to administration
